When an instructor feels that a student has been absent to such a degree as to invalidate the learning
experience, the instructor may recommend to the Vice President of Instruction that the student be
withdrawn from the course. Instructors may seek to withdraw students for non-attendance after they have
accumulated the following humber of absences:

Fall or spring semesters:

3 or more class meeting times per week - 5 absences
2 class meeting times per week - 3 absences

1 class meeting per week - 2 absences

The student is responsible for seeing that he or she has been officially withdrawn from a class. A student
who stops attendance in a class without officially withdrawing from that class will be given a failing grade;
consequently, the student must follow official withdrawal procedures in the Admissions/Records Office.

Keyboard Literature: 50% - Keyboard Literature weekly grades are given to students based upon
practice time, performance improvement, and sight-reading. The weekly grades are averaged
together to achieve 50 % of final grade
Theory Keyboard Skills: 50% - Students are evaluated on a Pass/Fail basis of the playing of the
skills listed below:

1. Major and minor scales and arpeggios, two octaves-hands together; cadences to include
secondary dominants. Also, seventh chords, with inversions.
Simple vocal and instrumental accompaniments.
Score reading (choral and instrumental in two and three part settings).
Improvisation.
Harmonization and transposition.
The student must perform proficiently 90% or more of the total number of exercises in each skill
area to pass that particular skill. Each skill area will be valued at 20% of total Keyboard Skills
grade.
