(more than 50%) of instruction occurs when the instructor and students are in separate physical locations.
Students must engage in an academic activity prior to the course census date.

When an instructor feels that a student has been absent to such a degree as to invalidate the learning
experience, the instructor may recommend to the Vice President of Instruction that the student be
withdrawn from the course. Instructors may seek to withdraw students for non-attendance after they have
accumulated the following humber of absences:

Fall or spring semesters:

3 or more class meeting times per week - 5 absences
2 class meeting times per week - 3 absences

1 class meeting per week - 2 absences

The student is responsible for seeing that he or she has been officially withdrawn from a class. A student
who stops attendance in a class without officially withdrawing from that class will be given a failing grade;
consequently, the student must follow official withdrawal procedures in the Admissions/Records Office.

Instructional Goals and Purposes

This course will emphasize the four language skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing, as well as an
appreciation of Hispanic culture. To develop these skills to the best of the student’s ability, active
participation by the student is required. This course is intended to teach basic vocabulary and grammar of
beginning level Spanish.

Learning Outcomes
After studying all materials and resources presented in the course, the student will be able to:

1. Engage in conversations using level-appropriate grammatical structures including narrating events that
take place in the past.

2. Demonstrate understanding of level-appropriate spoken Spanish produced by Spanish speakers of
diverse origins.

3. Write simple to moderately complex sentences using level-appropriate grammatical structures and
organize them into cohesive paragraphs.

4. Read and comprehend level-appropriate authentic texts.

5. Identify and discuss traditions, customs and values of the Hispanic world.

6. Compare and contrast the traditions, customs and values of the Hispanic word with characteristics of
their own culture.

Students in all sections of this course will learn the following content:



1. vocabulary including food groups, writing and written materials, directions, more family members,
weather, changes in states and conditions, parts of a house, domestic appliances, more descriptive
adjectives

review of regular and irregular present tense

object pronouns

more on using adjectives

verbs used reflexively and nonreflexively, gustar and verbs like it

present and past progressive

imperfect

preterit

using preterit and imperfect together

por and para, affirmative and negative words

tener and idioms, comparisons, estar + adjectives

Instruction for this course will be achieved through the use of lecture, discussion, video, student
presentations and Canvas.

The final exam is
comprehensive. Tests will be frequent and given at the end of each unit. Lecture counts 75% of the overall
grade and lab counts 25%.
